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BOARD OF TRANSPORTATION MEETING
March 8, 2018

Call to Order

Chairman Fox called the meeting of the Board of Transportation to order at 9:33 a.m. on
Thursday, March 8, 2018, in Charlotte, North Carolina with the following members present:
Moran, Overholt, Zimmer, Tulloss, Szlosberg-Landis, Hutchens, Hunt, Fox, Wells, Perkins,
Dodson, Lathrop, Tarleton, Pope, and Clarke.

Board Members Jordan and Debnam called in to the meeting.

Board Member Molamphy was absent.

Ethics Statement
Chairman Fox read the Ethics Statement advising any Board member that may have a
conflict of interest or appearance of conflict to abstain from participation in that particular item

and to file the proper paper work with the Secretary to the Board.

Approval — Minutes of the February 1, 2018, Board Meeting
The minutes of the February 1, 2018, Board of Transportation meeting were
unanimously approved upon a motion by Board Member Lathrop, seconded by Board Member

Tarleton.

Resolution for Senator Edward W. Jones

Board Member Tulloss presented a Resolution naming U.S. 301 from the Edgecombe
County line to a point five miles north of the Halifax/Edgecombe County line as the Senator
Edward W. Jones Highway. The Resolution was unanimously approved upon a motion by Board
Member Tulloss and seconded by Board Member Clarke. (Resolution is at the end of this

document.)

Resolution for Julius Chambers

Board Member Dodson presented a Resolution naming the designation of 1-85 from the
I-77 interchange to the I-85 Connector in North Carolina as the Julius Chambers Highway. The
Resolution was unanimously approved upon a motion by Board Member Dodson and seconded

by Board Member Perkins. (Resolution is at the end of this document.)
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Chairman’s Remarks

Chairman Fox welcomed all guests and turned the meeting over to Secretary Trogdon.

Secretary Trogdon’s Remarks

Secretary Trogdon welcomed the Board Members. He thanked Brent Cagle with
Charlotte Douglas International Airport, the folks with the Charlotte Area Transit System, the
Charlotte Center City Partners, and representatives from the Bank of America Corporate Center

for being gracious hosts over the past couple of days.

The Secretary thanked Secretary Hall and the delegation from the South Carolina DOT
for their fellowship and discussions on the importance of being regional partners in multi-modal

transportation and connectivity.

Secretary Trogdon announced that the Department has a new Chief Financial Officer
Evan Rodewald. He was not able to attend the Charlotte meeting, so the Secretary encouraged
the Board to meet him at the next board meeting. He noted that Evan has spent the past 24
years working in various capacities at the North Carolina General Assembly Fiscal Research
Division and is no stranger to transportation as he was on the transportation team from 1998
until 2005. The Secretary stated that he is excited to have Evan on board. His previous

experience and knowledge make him a great team addition.

The Secretary also thanked David Tyeryar for his work in that role and noted that David

will remain on staff to work on special projects.

Secretary Trogdon stated that he had the privilege of attending a ceremony last month to
name the new Pea Island Bridge in Division 1 the Captain Richard Etheridge Bridge. Captain
Etheridge became the first African American to command a United States Life-Saving Station
when he was appointed to lead the Pea Island Life-Saving Station. The Secretary noted that
Etheridge assembled the first all African American crew at a Life-Saving Station, and that crew
has been credited with saving the lives of many sailors off the North Carolina coast. Secretary
Trogdon noted that it was a proud moment for everyone in attendance to be able to honor the

legacy of Captain Etheridge and his crews in such a way.
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The Secretary noted that the Department has begun a pilot program to address roadway
deaths in North Carolina. He stated that North Carolina has the fifth highest motorist mortality
rate in the nation. With the help of Board Member Grady Hunt, the Department is establishing a
Robeson County Vision Zero Task force. This is the first county-wide effort in North Carolina to
galvanize around the problem of roadway deaths. He stated that the Vision Zero Task Force is a
community driven effort and the Department is committed to providing the resources and
expertise to help make it a success. As a Vision Zero state, the Secretary noted that the
Department recognizes that one fatal crash involving motor vehicles is too many. We are
searching for innovative ways to tackle problems on our roadways and we believe this is the

beginning of a program that will benefit the state as a whole for years to come.

Secretary Trogdon noted that the Department continues to engage with the local
communities on the I-77 Express Lanes project. The Local Advisory Group has met two more
times since my last update. He stated that instead of DOT or the Turnpike Authority going
through the options and making determinations from our perspective, we want the local
communities to participate -- to provide us their perspective and explore options together. He
noted that the meetings have been productive so far, and he looks forward to continued

dialogue in next Wednesday’s meeting.

The Secretary stated that David Howard and several others joined leaders here in
Charlotte to celebrate the opening of the Lynx Blue Line Extension. The extension provides a
connection between Center City and campus. Hopefully some of you had the opportunity to ride

while you were here.

Secretary Trogdon noted that Division 1 staff have been dealing with ocean over wash
and sand on NC 12 that has caused various sections of the highway to be closed off and on
since Saturday and just reopened yesterday. He thanked all the staff in Division 1 who worked

tirelessly to push back the sand and water.
Lastly, the Secretary reported that he attended the AASHTO Washington Briefing last
week in Washington, DC. He noted that staff continues to work hard and appreciates everyone’s

effort and discussions on infrastructure while at the briefing.

Secretary Trogdon thanked Board Members for their work.

WHEREAS, Julius Chambers advanced the rights of minorities and low-income people through
his tireless advocacy in the forms of litigation, scholarly research, and grassroots activism, and
enhanced racial equality throughout the nation from his home state of North Carolina; and

WHEREAS, Chambers was born in 1936 in Mount Gilead, North Carolina and graduated
summa cum laude from what is now North Carolina Central University. After obtaining a
master’s degree in history from the University of Michigan, Chambers returned to his native
North Carolina to study law at the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill. He graduated

first in his class and served as editor-in-chief of the North Carolina Law Review; and

WHEREAS, Chambers was one of the first two NAACP Legal Defense Fund Scholarship
recipients and was the Legal Defense Fund’s first Legal Fellow. After working as an intern, lawyer,
cooperating attorney, board member and board chair, Chambers served as director-counsel of the

Legal Defense Fund from 1984 to 1993; and

WHEREAS, Chambers founded the first integrated law firm in the state of North Carolina,
where he worked to advance civil rights and litigated landmark civil rights cases in the United
States Supreme Court. While his home and car were firebombed and his office was burned to the
ground on separate occasions during the height of some of his most contentious civil rights trials,
Chambers” composed refrain of ‘just keep fighting’ resounded across the state and the nation.
Chambers won numerous cases before the United States Supreme Court, including Swann v.

Charlotte-Mecklenburg Board of Education and Griggs v. Duke Power Company; and

WHEREAS, the resolution adopted by the Charlotte City Council acknowledged the
importance of Julius Chambers to the advancement of civil rights and practice of law in North
Carolina and in support of the North Carolina Department of Transportation in the designation
of I-85 from the I-77 interchange to the I-85 Connector in the state of North Carolina of the
National System for Interstate and Defense Highways as the “Julius Chambers Highway.”

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Statement of Economic Interest (SEI)

North Carolina State Ethics Commission
Statement of Economic Interest (SEI)

The State Government Ethics Act requires the disclosure of financial and personal interests by most
covered persons. Public servants who are covered by the Ethics Act but who make less than $60,000 per
year, and ex-officio members of university and community college boards of trustees do not have to make
these disclosures.

Initial Filing

Covered persons who are required to file an SEI must do so prior to their initial appointment, election, or
employment.

Annual Filing

SEls must be filed annually no later than April 15th.

Evaluations

The Commission evaluates the SEls of public servants for actual and potential conflicts of interest between
the public servant’s public duties and private interests.

Penalties

The Commission may assess a $250 civil penalty for late or non-filing. Criminal penalties apply to
concealing information or providing false information.

Public Record

SEls, including any attachments and evaluations are public record. HOWEVER, the Confidential Form used

for providing the full names of unemancipated (minor) children, IS NOT A PUBLIC RECORD.

In addition, beginning in 2015, a filers CONTACT INFORMATION is being collected separately and will not
be provided to the public as part of the online access to SEls.

Purpose - North Carolina Scenic Byways give
visitors and residents a chance to experience
a bit of North Carolina’s history, geography
and culture while raising awareness for the
protection and preservation of these trea-
sures. These byways are two lane country
roads as well as a few of our faster-paced high-
ways and interstates. Following the byways,
you will see some of the most breathtaking
scenery from the Blue Ridge Mountains to
fertile plains to the crystal blue coastline.

History - The North Carolina Scenic Byway
Program was officially launched in March
of 1990 when 31 byways were desig-
nated by the Board of Transportation. In
July of 1993, legislation was enacted to
define the program and assign manage-
ment of the program to the Department of
Transportation. In 1994 the program’s policies
and administrative codes were established.

Asset Inventory - There are currently 60
designated North Carolina Scenic Byways
totaling almost 2300 miles. Three of those
are designated as National Scenic Byways;
Cherohala Skyway, Forest Heritage Scenic
Byway and the Outer Banks Scenic Byway.
There is also one All American Road in
North Carolina, the highest national des-
ignation possible, The Blue Ridge Parkway.

Little Parkway follows US 221 connecting
Linville to Blowing Rock. The route was built
in 1889 by man and mule as a toll road. The
byway begins at Linville. Located along the
Linville River, it lies just north of Linville Gorge
Wilderness, the nation’s third largest wilder-
ness area, Linville Falls and Linville Caverns.

Little Parkway winds along the side of
Granfather Mountain. Grandfather Mountain at
an elevation of 5,946 feet it is one of the high-
est in the Blue Ridge and is the home of 16 dis-
tinct ecological communities. Its name stems
from the mountain’s grandfather like profile
against the sky when viewed from a distance.

The Little Parkway is paralled by the Blue
Ridge Parkway for a portion of the drive, thus
the byway name. The Blue Ridge Parkway
construction began in 1935 but wasn't fin-
ished until 52 years later with the Linn Cove
Viaduct forming the final link. The viaduct,
located five miles north of Linville, was one
of the world’s first bridges to be construct-
ed using an innovative method of building
from the top down to protect the moun-
tain’s ecology. It is visible from Llttle Parkway.

Closer to Blowing Rock the byway cross-
es the Eastern Continental Divide and near
a large colonial revival house with huge
columns. Called Westglow, the house was
built by Elliott Daingerfield, one of North
Carolina’s most renowned artists with works
in the National Gallery and the Metropolitan
Museum. It is now Westglow Spa and Resort.

Before reaching Blowing Rock, there is an
access ramp to the Blue Ridge Parkway.
This location is close to the Moses H. Cone
Memorial Park, featuring his country estate.
Once called Flat Top Manor, the 13,000 square
foot mansion now houses a craft shop and
visitor information for parkway travelers.
The park also includes two lakes and car-
riage trails for hiking and horseback riding.

The byway culminates in Blowing Rock, a
charming resort village. The town of Blowing
Rock gets its name from the rock forma-
tion that lies over 1500 feet above the Johns
River Gorge. At the top of the rock formation
air currents flow up from the gorge below
returning lite objects that are tossed over.

There is a legend of Blowing Rock that begins
with a battle between the Cherokee and
Catawba Native American tribes. According
to the legend there were two lovers, one
from each tribe. The brave was called to go
to battle, but his lover begged him not to
go. As they were walking together near the
top of the gorge he became so distraught
that he threw himself over the edge. His
lover prayed for the Great Spirit to return
her lover to her and her prayer was grant-
ed when a gust of wind blew the brave back
up the cliff and landed him safely beside her.

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Pottery Road as the name suggest takes
byway travelers through the heart of an area
known worldwide for the functional and
artistic pottery created there. In the 18th
century, several families from England set-
tled the area for its high quality clay, suitable
for farming and making utilitarian earth-
enware for their everyday needs. Today,
their descendants continue this craft and
art form. Currently there are more than 100
potters in the area commonly referred to as
Seagrove Pottery, ‘the pottery capital of North
Carolina’ and ‘the pottery capital of the world'.

Akl '|¥r‘i‘}£*.“ by
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The Pottery Road byway route begins in
the sandhills of Moore County between
Pinehurst and Eagle Springs and follows NC
705. Pinehurst, an elite golf course commu-
nity, was settled in 1895 and named for the
Longleaf Pine forest found there. Eagle Springs
was established in 1890 and named for a min-
eral spring owned by the Eagle family. The
byway begins with an allee of mature Cedar
trees that is known locally as ‘Cedar Lane’ The
byway route passes through the small towns
and communities of Robbins, Westmoore,
and Whynot before ending in Seagrove.

Robbins began in 1795 when the gunsmith
Alexander Kennedy and his family settled along
Bear Creek. Kennedy Rifle Works produced long
guns for American soldiers until 1838 and the
town was known as Mechanics Hill. After sev-
eral name changes over the years, in 1943 the
town renamed once again to honor a local tex-
tile millowner and philanthropist, Karl Robbins.

The Westmoore community is the location
settled by the first potters including the
Craven, Chriscoe, Cole, Luck, McNeill, Owen
and Teague families. Jugtown Pottery is close
by and was founded in 1917 by Jacques and
Juliana Royster Busbee, artist and art enthu-
siasts from Raleigh. They are credited with a
revival of the craft that had dwindled over
the industrial revolution years with the avail-
ability of affordable glass wares. Often the
entire area is referred to as Jugtown pottery.

-
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The Whynot community of Randolph County
received its name because the residents
could not decide on a name. During the name
debate it was ‘Why not this?” and ‘Why not
that?’ until finally someone remarked ‘Why not
name it Why Not and let’s go home?’ It stuck.

The byway culminates in Seagrove which was
incorporated in 1913 and named for a local rail-
road official. The North Carolina Pottery Center
is located here as well as the annual signature
event in the fall, the Seagrove Pottery Festival.

The Cape Fear Historic Byway in downtown
Wilmington guides travelers through one
of the most scenic urban areas in the nation.
The byway follows along the tranquil Cape
Fear River, along thriving colonial-era streets
and around Greenfield Park and Gardens.

Known as the Port City, Wilmington was
incorporated in 1739 and sits on a peninsula
between the Cape Fear River and the Atlantic
Ocean. The city contains North Carolina’s rich-
est collection of 19th century urban archi-
tecture and still maintains the original grid
pattern finalized in 1743. Wilmington was
built, for the most part, by commission mer-
chants and prosperous businessmen who
indulged themselves in the extravaganc-
es of the culture of the late 1800s. Today
the city is the 8th largest in North Carolina.

The byway begins on the north end of down-
town at the US 74/NC 133 (Martin Luther
King Jr. Parkway) and North Third Street. It
passes the 1898 Memorial Park which com-
memorates the coup d’état in which promi-
nent white citizens of Wilmington violently
overthrew the legally elected biracial govern-
ment of the city. The monument serves as a
testament to the city’s desire to acknowledge
the injustices of the past and their commit-
ment for an inclusive society moving forward.

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The byway quickly heads to the southwest
where views of the Cape Fear River water-
front dominate. Wilmington’s Riverwalk is
a well-maintained pedestrian promenade
extending the length of Water Street with
many unique shops and delicious restau-
rants. The USS North Carolina Battleship
sits directly across the river. Near the end
of the Riverwalk, the byway heads east and
south where travel on South Front Street,
Castle Street and South Fifth Street take
the byway traveler along some of the city’s
most exclusive homes and the heart of the
Wilmington National Register Historic District.

Towardsthe end of Fifth Streetis Greenfield Park
and Gardens. Here 3.8 miles of Lake Shore Drive
circles the park and Greenfield Lake. The byway
returns back to US 74/NC 133 at North Market
Street where it ends, via Third Street where
government buildings, historic churches and
the Thalian Hall for Performing Arts are found.

Designation Process

A non-profit organization notifies the NC
Scenic Byway Program staff of interest in
nominating a route for the NC Scenic Byway
Program and obtains a NC Scenic Byway
Study List Application.

The submitted Study List Application is re-
viewed and it is determined whether the
proposed route is likely to qualify for a by-
way designation. If the proposed byway
route warrants further investigation it is
added to the Study List.

Once a route is added to the Study List, a
NC Scenic Byway Application Package is
furnished. This is an in-dept application re-
quiring a detailed description of the route,
Jjustification of the intrinsic qualities identi-
fied, local zoning information and evidence
of community support. A public hearing
may also be required if requested within 60
days of receipt of application.

The application is reviewed and a report
and recommendation for adoption or rejec-
tion of the proposed byway is presented to
the Board of Transportation.

The Board of Transportation votes to ap-

prove or deny the designation and the ap-
plicant is notified of the decision.

Highway Maintenance Improvement Program (HMIP)

During the 2014 Legislative session, the North Carolina General Assembly established the
Highway Maintenance Improvement Program (Session Law 2014-100, Section 34.11 a, b).

The Board of Transportation approves the five-year schedule (originally a three-year
improvement schedule, Session Law 2017-57 expanded the program requirement to five
years) for pavement preservation, resurfacing and rehabilitation activities within each
Highway Division along with their anticipated cost and publishes the schedule on the
Department’s website by April 1% of each year.

The Board of Transportation is scheduled to vote on the 2019 — 2023 HMIP during its March 8,
2018 meeting.

The approved schedule will be posted and available using the link below by April 1%, 2018.
