SCHEDULE I(a) — TRADITIONAL GENERAL MAINTENANCE RESERVE

Total Allocation: The recommended allocation for Schedule | General Maintenance Reserve
(GMR) is $966,239,135. Of this total, $872,507,923 is to be allocated as Traditional GMR under
Schedule I(a) and $93,731,212 is to be allocated as Emergency GMR under Schedule I(b).

Cashflow: GMR does not have a cashflow balance.

Enterprise Programs: Staff recommends allocating $52,238,625 of Traditional GMR funds for
enterprise (statewide) programs. There are three main categories of enterprise programs:

= Asset Maintenance and Operations funds are used to assess and address statewide
maintenance and operation needs. Examples include funding for statewide incident
management centers, fuel site replacements, statewide maintenance condition
assessments, stormwater management, and repairs to assets such as traffic signals.

= Research and Development funds are used to research, develop, and implement
new technologies, improved business practices, and operating procedures.
Objectives include improving effectiveness and efficiency of maintenance programs.

= State and Federal Obligations are required by state or federal laws, rules, and/or
policies. Examples include drug and alcohol testing, railroad signal maintenance,
asphalt testing labs, weigh station maintenance and bridge repairs associated with
overweight and oversize load requirements.

Division Distribution: Staff recommends allocating $820,269,298 to the 14 Highway Divisions.
The recommended division distribution includes $75,540,500 for Division Administration.
Division Administration is a direct allocation based on the estimated annual costs of the
following activities in each Division:

Traffic System Operations

Electricity for Traffic Control Devices

Maintenance of Roadway and Interchange Lighting
Major Events

Maintenance and Repair of Guardrails

Operation of Moveable Span Bridges

Timber Bridges

River Ferries

The remaining $744,728,798 division funds are to be distributed to the divisions using a
previously approved allocation formula for Road and Bridge Maintenance. These funds support
planned and reactionary activities associated with the maintenance and upkeep of the system.
Examples of planned routine maintenance include shoulder and ditch maintenance, crossline
pipe replacements, pavement striping, bridge joint repairs, and painting steel girders.
Reactionary maintenance activities typically require an immediate response. Examples include
pothole repair and removal of hazards.

SCHEDULE I(b) - EMERGENCY GENERAL MAINTENANCE RESERVE

The recommended allocation for Emergency GMR is $93,731,212. This includes $33,731,212
Statewide Emergency funds and $60,000,000 to be distributed to the 14 Highway Divisions.
Emergency funds are used to cover unanticipated expenditures for non-declared emergency
response and operations, as well as statewide snow and ice equipment purchases. The
$60,000,000 division distribution supports division-level snow and ice operations and is a direct
allocation to the divisions based on historical snow and ice expenditures.

SCHEDULE Il - ROADSIDE ENVIRONMENTAL
Total Allocation: The recommended allocation for Roadside Environmental is $118,893,756.
Cashflow: Roadside Environmental does not have a cashflow balance.

Enterprise Programs: Staff recommends allocating $5,150,000 of Roadside Environmental
funds for enterprise (statewide) programs.

= Asset Maintenance and Operations funds are used to assess and address statewide
roadside environmental needs. Examples include funding for rest area renovations,
rest area construction, repairs to stormwater devices, and statewide monitoring and
oversight of litter removal and mowing contracts.

Division Distribution: Staff recommends allocating $113,743,756 to the 14 Highway Divisions.
The recommended division allocation includes $18,291,200 for Division Administration. Division
Administration is a direct allocation based on the estimated annual cost of the following activities
in each Division:

= Specialized Landscaping
= Rest Area and Welcome Center Operations

The remaining $95,452,556 division funds are to be distributed to the divisions using a
previously approved allocation formula. These funds support division-level vegetation
management, mowing, long-arm mowing, string trimming, tree removal, litter removal, litter
prevention strategies, and other activities associated with beautifying roadways.

SCHEDULE Il = CONTRACT RESURFACING
Total Allocation: The recommended allocation for Contract Resurfacing is $630,000,000.

Cashflow: Contract Resurfacing currently has a cashflow balance of $308,080,120. The current
cashflow balance includes $286,080,120 that was distributed to the 14 Highway Divisions in
September 2023 and $22,000,000 in November 2023 to support Spring contract activities. At
this time, staff recommends repaying $308,080,120 of the cashflow balance from the FY 2025
allocation.

Enterprise Programs: Staff recommends allocating $8,644,432 of Contract Resurfacing funds
for enterprise (statewide) programs.

= Asset Maintenance and Operations funds are used to assess and address statewide
pavement needs. Examples include pavement condition assessments, automated
assessments, non-TIP materials and testing activities, and statewide pavement
management programs.

Division Distribution: Staff recommends allocating $313,275,448 of Contract Resurfacing
funds to the 14 Highway Divisions. No Division Administration costs are associated with
Contract Resurfacing. The $313,275,448 allocation is to be distributed to the divisions using a
previously approved allocation formula. These funds support ongoing maintenance activities
associated with removing and replacing surface treatments on existing roadways to extend or
renew pavement life and improve safety.

SCHEDULE IV — PAVEMENT PRESERVATION
Total Allocation: The recommended allocation for Pavement Preservation is $85,800,267.

Cashflow: Pavement Preservation currently has a cashflow balance of $42,900,134. The
current cashflow balance was distributed to the 14 Highway Divisions in September 2023 to
support Spring contract activities. Staff recommends repaying the full cashflow balance of
$42,900,134 from the FY 2025 allocation.

Enterprise Programs: No enterprise programs are funded with Pavement Preservation funds.

Division Distribution: Staff recommends allocating $42,900,133 to the 14 Highway Divisions.
No Division Administration costs are associated with Pavement Preservation. The $42,900,133
allocation is to be distributed to the divisions using a previously approved allocation formula.
These funds support ongoing maintenance activities associated with improving and sustaining
existing road surface treatments. Examples include crack filling and sealing, surface sealing,
chip seals, slurry seals, fog seals, scrub seals, cape seals, open-graded friction course,
microsurfacing, certain milling activities, and thin lift overlays.

SCHEDULE V - BRIDGE PROGRAM
Total Allocation: The recommended allocation for Bridge Program is $330,085,124.
Cashflow: Bridge Program does not have a cashflow balance.

Enterprise Programs: Staff recommends allocating $8,060,000 of Bridge Program funds for
enterprise (statewide) programs.

o State and Federal Obligations are required by state or federal laws, rules, regulations,
and/or policies. Examples include State Match for grant(s).

Central Distribution: Staff recommends allocating $193,215,074 for Bridge Program activities
on Interstates and Primary routes across the state. The recommended Central distribution is
60 percent of the remaining Bridge Program allocation. The funds are to be allocated to the
Structures Management Unit and used to achieve and maintain good condition bridge goals.

The remaining $128,810,050 allocation is to be distributed to the divisions using a previously
approved allocation formula. These funds are used to achieve and maintain good condition
bridge goals.

SCHEDULE VI - BRIDGE PRESERVATION

Total Allocation: The recommended allocation for Bridge Preservation is $84,975,080.
Cashflow: Bridge Preservation does not have a cashflow balance.

Enterprise Programs: No enterprise programs are funded with Bridge Preservation funds.

Central Distribution: Staff recommends allocating $50,985,048 for high value bridge
preservation projects across the state. This portion of the recommended distribution is 60
percent of the total Bridge Preservation allocation. High value bridges are bridges that are
estimated to cost more than $20 million to replace. The central distribution is to be allocated to
the Structures Management Unit and used to prevent deterioration of high value bridges,
maximize bridge life cycles and lower bridge lifetime costs.

Division Distribution: Staff recommends allocating $33,990,032 to the 14 Highway Divisions.
The recommended division allocation includes $537,300 for Division Administration. Division
Administration is a direct allocation based on the estimated annual cost of the following:

= Maintenance of Moveable Span Bridges
The remaining $33,452,732 division funds are to be distributed to the divisions using a
previously approved allocation formula. These funds support ongoing maintenance activities
associated with preventing bridge deterioration and maximizing bridge life cycles.
